The Lady Knights trailed by eight goals heading into the final 10 min-

utes before making a valiant comeback attempt. 

     Megan Jolly was named the Conference Carolinas women’s lacrosse 

Player of the Week on Tuesday after averaging 4.3 goals, 2.0 assists, 

6.3 points, 3.3 draw controls, 3-0 ground balls, and 2.0 caused turn-

overs in three league games last week. 

     As of the March 28th NCAA stats report, Jolly ranks 6th nationally 

with 3.9 goals/game (2nd in the conference) and 7th nationally with 

5.8 points/game (1st in the conference). 

     Pfeiffer University dropped a pair of non-conference games in 

Maryland this past weekend to Molloy (15-10) and No. 3 C.W. Post (19

-4) but they remain undefeated in conference play. The Falcons were 

ranked No. 10 nationally last week but dropped out of the top-10 after 

suffering the two losses in Maryland. 

     The Lady Falcons rank in the top-20 nationally out of 55 institutions 

in scoring offense (14.33), scoring defense (10.08), and draw controls 

(14.42). 

     Jessica Kennedy ranks in the top-five of the conference in goals 

(2.92), assists (2.00), and points (4.92) per game.   

     Pfeiffer swept a pair of close games against St. Andrews last season 

by scores of 14-9 (Misenheimer) and 15-14 (Laurinburg).

DRAW CONTROL: A draw control is awarded to the player who 

controls the ball and creates an opportunity to play following the 

taking of a draw; ie, gains possession following the draw. 

 

GROUND BALL: A ground ball denotes a change of possession 

from one team to another through live-ball play. It denotes a gained 

possession for a team. 

 

8m FREE POSITION AWARDED: An 8-meter free position 

(otherwise referred to as an 8-meter attempt) is awarded to an offen-

sive player by an official for a major foul committed by 

the defense that directly affects the scoring attempt inside the 8-

meter arc.
