From the North...Interstate 95 South to US 74 West
(exit 14)  into Laurinburg. Take the St. Andrews
Presbyterian College exit and turn right off the ramp
(US15/401). At the third light veer left. At the next
stoplight, make a left turn onto campus (St. Andrews
College Drive). Continue around the traffic circle and
follow straight to the parking area of The James L.
Morgan Liberal Arts Building.

From the South...Interstate 95 North to US 74 West
(exit 14) into Laurinburg. Take the St. Andrews
Presbyterian College exit and turn right off the ramp
(US 15/401). At the third light veer left. At the next
stoplight, make a left turn onto campus (St. Andrews
College Drive). Continue around the traffic circle and
straight to the parking area of The James L. Morgan
Liberal Arts Building.

From the East...US 74 West into Laurinburg. Take the
St. Andrews Presbyterian College exit and turn right off
the ramp (US 15/401). At the third light veer left. At
the next stop light, make a left turn onto campus (St.
Andrews College Drive). Continue around the traffic
circle and straight to the parking area of  The James L.
Morgan Liberal Arts Building. 

From the West...US 74 Bypass toward Lumberton.
(DO NOT get on US 74 Business toward Laurinburg).
Take the St. Andrews Presbyterian College exit and turn
right off the ramp. At the third light, turn left onto cam-
pus (St. Andrews College Drive). Continue around the
traffic circle and straight to the parking area of The
James L. Morgan Liberal Arts Building.

From Raleigh, NC...US 1 to Aberdeen. Turn left onto
US 15/501 toward Laurinburg. Take the St. Andrews
Presbyterian College exit and continue to the fifth stop-
light and make a left onto campus (St. Andrews College
Drive). Continue around traffic circle and straight to the
parking area of The James L. Morgan Liberal Arts
Building. 

From Columbia, SC...I-20 East to I-95, North to US
74 West (exit 14) to Laurinburg. Take the St. Andrews
Presbyterian College exit and turn right off the ramp
(US 15/401). At the third light veer left. At the next
stoplight, turn left onto campus (St. Andrews College
Drive). Continue around the traffic circle and straight to
the parking area of The James L. Morgan Liberal Arts
Building.
