
Academic Policies
Summer Work at Other Institutions

Students who desire to receive credits toward their St. Andrews graduation require-
ments for courses taken over the summer at another institution must have the approval
of their St. Andrews advisor, the chairperson of the division in which the course(s) would
be taught at St. Andrews, and the Registrar.

The institution at which the summer work is to take place must be fully accredited.
If the student is a junior or senior, summer work may only be taken at a four-year insti-
tution. Credit will be granted only for those courses which are at the college level, and
which fulfill graduation requirements at the other institution. For credit to be given at
St. Andrews, students must earn a grade of C or higher in the course.

Students are responsible for requesting an official transcript from the other institution
to be sent to St. Andrews when the coursework is completed and the grade recorded.
